The Wallace Labyrinth is designed for all 

people receiving palliative care and 

especially for use by patients at  

Clare Holland House, their families, 

carers, staff and volunteers.   

 

The labyrinth paths will be suitable for 

wheelchairs and other mobility aids.   

 

Because of its location, adjacent to bike 

paths and the lake, the general Canberra 

community is also encouraged to  

walk the labyrinth. 

 

The labyrinth is a very ancient 

pattern.  It is found in every major 

religious tradition and has arisen in 

many different cultures.  Labyrinths 

have traditionally been associated 

with ancient pilgrimage routes and 

rituals of self discovery. 

 

Unlike a maze, the labyrinth has only 

one path which leads to the centre and 

out again. Walking the path allows 

time and space to slow down and let 

go in order to find inner calm, 

balance and perspective 

 

The beautiful design of the labyrinth 

is the work of Andrew Mackenzie 

and students in the Landscape Design 

Course at the University of Canberra.
